Exemplos de politicas publicas de sucesso:

Taxa de mortalidade infantil (IBGE): reducao de ~90% de 1940 a 2023 (de 146 mortes a
cada mil nascimentos para 15/1000). Fatores: infraestrutura, mudanca de cultura, avangos
da medicina.

Tabagismo (INCA): em 1989, ~35% da populacao era fumante. Em 2023, ha cerca de 9,3%
(reducao de ~73%). Fatores: publicidade, mudanca de cultura, esforgo legal.
